	3 min.


	Teacher captures the attention of class by talking about what the class did on the previous lesson and asking questions about it.
	Students talk with the teacher and answer the questions of the teacher about the previous lesson.
	Teacher leads the students and encourages them while they are trying to state their ideas.

	4 min.


	Teacher explains the topic of the day and asks questions in order to see students’ familiarity with the topic.
	Students examine what the teacher says and answer the questions of the teacher.
	Teacher encourages students by giving them voice and connects what they are familiar with to what they will encounter with in the short story.

	13 min.


	Teacher presents a PowerPoint presentation which includes a math problem which can be solved by different ways and different solutions and asks students to solve the math problem with different ways before showing different solution ways.
	Students examine the content of PowerPoint presentation presented by the teacher and try to find different solution ways for the given problem.
	Teacher lets students who solve problem with different ways to say their solution way loudly and comments on them.
	Computers, projector, and a prepared PowerPoint presentation

	15 min.


	Teacher lets the students to do the activity on their course book and the students who are finished the activity to draw an algorithm schema on KidPix.
	Students try to do activity on their course book and draw an algorithm schema on KidPix.
	Teacher walks among the students, monitors students’ progress and checks if they need help. 
	Course book, KidPix.

	5 min.


	Teacher evaluates the student works and summarizes the topic as well as letting students to complete this task when they go to their home if they cannot finished.
	Students listen to the summary of the teacher and ask question if they have something they did not understand before leaving the class.
	Teacher gives answers to the student questions and if the teacher thinks that there is an unclear point about the instruction for the students clarify this point by explaining it again.
